Beading Tutorial, continued...

For this scarf, we will be beading on some of tamyovers. Since it is a lace pattern, |
thought that the yarn-overs would be the best plageit the beads. Beading on a yarn-
over is a little trickier than beading in gartatcdt, between purl stitches, with slip
stitches, or through a knit or purl stitch, bujéts easier with practice. Just remember to
keep the bead as close as possible to the ne@&#ad on the indicated yarn-overs as
follows:

Work the stitch before the yarn-over.

Bring the yarn forward between the 2 needles teithe of the work facing you.
Slide one bead up close to the RH needle.

Work the yarn-over in the usual way, holding thade place with your thumb
as close as possible to the needle.

On the following row, the beads will pop throughyasi are knitting. Consider
this side as your RS.

Note: In some cases in the pattern we are using teea&k?tog after the yarn-over, so
just be extra careful to keep the bead in place.

If you would like to use only a few beads here Hrate on this pattern, your best option
would be to use a crochet hook instead of pregititqq This is how you do it:

Knit to the stitch you would like to place a bead o

Place a bead on the crochet hook. (You'll havaesma very small steel crochet
hook that will fit through the bead.)

Hook the next stitch from the LH needle.

Pull the stitch through the bead.

Slip the stitch purlwise to the RH needle or khé stitch and continue with your
pattern.

Of course, you always have the option of sewinglbemto your work after you have
finished knitting it. You will need a needle wigim eye small enough to fit through the
bead and beading thread that matches your yarrenWu bring the needle up through
a stitch, be sure to pierce the fibers of the yaifhen you take the needle back down
into the knitting, be sure to pierce the fibersiaga

directions, you have to look at the Wide Scarfatimns and that means shuffling back
and forth between the pages.
