The Babette Blanket, part 2

This is how | am doing the Babette:

| am using worsted weight wool and using a sizeoGkh My gauge is 4 dc = one inch.
My squares, blocked, measure as follows:

(2) 12-round = 13x13”

(2) 10-round = 11x11”

(7) 8-round = 9x9”

(16) 6-round = 7x7”

(49) 4-round = 5x5”

(50) 2-round =2 % x 2 %"

For the 2-round squares, | change color each ro&od all the other sizes, | change color
every 2 rounds. When you change color, be suveot& over the ends or you will be
swearing while working them in when all the squaesdone.

Change colors as follows: at the end of the rourgkrt your hook into the top of the
beginning chain 3 as if to make a slip stitch, fit a loop of the new color through the
loop of the old color on the hook, then chain 3wite new color to start the new round
as usual. Work over the tails of the new color tiredold color for about an inch and %
and cut the ends. To work over tails, just kegortlabove the hook and make the new
stitches around them.

To make the 2-round square, chain 4(counts as amthh dc), then work all of the
following into the &' chain from the hook: 1dc, ch2, 3dc, ch2, 3dc, G2, ch2, 1dc.
You will have a square formed of 4 groups of 3dwhegroup separated by 2 chains, i.e.
12 dc and 4 ch2 spaces. For the second roundstitp into the 8 ch of the beginning
ch 4, chain 3 to begin the round and dc into the de. In each corner ch 2 space, 2dc,
ch2, 2dc...now, be careful, because if you're gomgake a mistake, it will be right
here!
