Thredtef
squares are from her Treasuries. The first sgadoe spring, the season representing birth abitie
Barbara Walker's Candle Tree emerges full of ledk@® a background of reverse stockinette. The
second square is for summer, the season of flogremd growing — Barbara Walker's Apple Tree is
featured. The third square is for autumn wherfriigs mature and are harvested, the leaves tuor ead
fall from the trees; there was no better choice tBarbara Walker's Twin Trees Il. And for wintér,
turned to Nicky Epstein’s appliqué pine tree —dheen of pine trees not only lends color to thakhess
of winter, but also gives us hope that spring sdlbn return, completing the circle of life.

For this project we are using Valley Yarns supetwiascheery colors. Each square takes a ballghis
more, so you'll need 2 balls at 97 yards eachseldua size 7 needle to get a gauge of 5 sts =ncheaind
6.5 rows per inch. The finished size needs todjex112” when blocked.

So, let’s start the Candle Tree. Look for thegration our website, or if you have Barbara Walker’s
Treasury of Knitting Patterns, you can find it cagp 290.

Be sure to do a swatch in stockinette to check gauwge! Remember, you want your square to measure
12" x 12",

Cast on 60 stitches and work 5 rows of garterhstitten continue in reverse stockinette, keepisgt&hes
on each side in garter stitch until piece measabesit 2" from the beginning. Be sure to end having
completed a WS (knit) row; the purl side is your.RS

Center the 35 stitches of the motif ... it's not aem®number, so you'll have to be one stitch offor/fthe
52 rows of the motif, then continue to work in resgestockinette until the square measures 11 Yn“free
beginning. Work 5 rows garter stitch, bind off $ety, and block.

Abbreviations:

FPC = Front Purl Cross = sl 1 st to cn and hoffilant, p1, then k1 from cn.

BPC = Back Purl Cross = sl 1 st to cn and holdaokh k1, then p1 from cn.

FKC = Front Knit Cross = sl 1 st to cn and holdront, k1, then k1 from cn.

BKC = Back Knit Cross = sl 1 st to cn and hold achk, k1, then k1 from cn.

Except when doing the ssk, slip as if to purl.

Be sure you know the meaning of the following ablatons: ssk, k2tog, and psso.
Rows 1 — 21, follow the pattern. Keep track of ymws with whatever method works for you.
Row 22 and all following WS rows, knit the knitscapurl all the yoand all the purl sts.
Rows 23 to 52, follow the pattern.
