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Charity Knitting KAL, part 3

Note: Mea culpa!!! I forgot one of the symbols for last week’s Apple Tree chart.  The
first one is on row 31, right at the beginning of the row…a left –leaning slash with a dot
on the right of the slash.  This means K2tog on a WS (in this case the knit side).

Today’s square is Barbara Walker’s Twin Trees II and can be found in her Third
Treasury on page 101.  The chart can also be found on our website in the Ready, Set,
Knit section.

Cast on 60 sts and knit 5 rows of garter, then, keeping 3 sts on each side in garter stitch
for the border, continue in reverse stockinette until the piece measures about an inch and
¾.  Be sure to end having worked a knit row because the pattern starts on a purl row.
Start by knitting the first 3 sts in garter, then purl 7 sts and begin the chart.  Remember, X
means that there are no stitches there yet, so for the first row of the motif, you will purl
12, k 4, purl 8, k 4, and purl 12.  Then purl 7 and finish the row with 3sts in garter.  For
the second row, knit 3 in garter, k7, then for the motif k12, p 4, k8, p4, k 12; finish the
row with a k7 and 3 sts in garter.  Repeat these 2 rows until the completion of row 15.
On row 16 you will see the symbol M = make one; you are starting your increases.
Remember that B means to knit in the back loop. A left-leaning slash is k2tog and a right-
leaning slash is SSK.  The cable symbols you need will be on the website; you can also
find them in Barbara Walker’s Treasuries.

After you complete the 58 rows of the motif, continue in reverse stockinette with 3 sts on
each side in garter until piece measures about 11 ¼ inches.  Work 5 rows in garter, bind
off loosely and block to 12” x 12”.

What’s next?

We’re going to be doing 2 quick KALs before the holidays that we hope will help you
with your holiday gift-giving.

The first one will require you to download a very unusual free scarf pattern from
www.knittinguniverse.com/downloads ... it’s called the Inside-Outside Scarf.  You’ll
need two 110 yard balls of a worsted-weight long repeat variegated yarn like Nashua
Vignette, Noro Silk Garden or Kureyon, Nashua Wooly Stripes, Lorna’s Laces Shepherd
Worsted, etc.  The scarf will be more fun if you pick 2 totally different colorways.  More
info next week on both KALs.
